a) That the concerning official bears the
onus to furnish proof that he is not
incompetent or incapable to possess a fire
arm.

b) That the concerning official furnish
proof that he/she has the ability to
operate a fire arm to the satisfaction of the
Director Public Safety, who can
consult the SAPS at will.

c¢) That the Council do not accept any
liability concerning

contingencies on his private property.

d) That the authorization is only valid for
the period when the concerning

official is officially on duty.

e) That the SAPS be informed
accordingly.

f) That a shooting practice be held from
time to time under the

supervision of the Director Public Safety
and in coordination with the SAPS,
during which the Director Public Safety
will ascertain that the concerning
officer is competent to handle a fire arm

properly

Government Ordinance (Administration
and elections), 1960 (Ord no. 40  of
1960), as amended, be delegated to the

Municipal Manager and the Director
of Public Safety for this purpose, be
authorized to make use of any

available towing service in Highveld East.
g) The approval for the use of
loudspeakers on vehicles according to the

policy of the Council.

h) To exercise the powers in terms of the
Criminal Procedure Act, 1997 (Act
51/1977)

i) To serve criminal processes in terms of
the provisions of sections 15(a) and (c) of
the Magistrates Courts Act 33 of 1944 as
amended.
